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Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyse the problems of modern and current history of
relations between Indonesian civil secular nationalism and political Islam. The article is based on the
principles proposed in interdisciplinary historiography, which allows to interpret and analyse
nationalism and Islam as political and ideological constructs of modern society and the political elites
of Indonesia. The author analyses: 1) the problems of participation of political Islam in the
development of nationalism, 2) the role of political Islam and its contribution to the development of
the concept of Islam of Nusantara as a form of nationalised Islam, 3) the contradictions between
supporters of secular nationalism and political Islam through the prism of different visions of the
model of state development of Indonesia and different understandings of Islam based on its
traditional or modernist visions. The article shows that the traditional perception of Islam forms the
image of believers as a universal Ummah, which does not correlate with modern political and ethnic
nations, while Indonesian nationalism is a factor in the nationalisation of Islam, represented by the
concept of Islam Nusantara. It is assumed that political Islam and nationalism, despite the
contradictions between them, significantly influence the developments in modern Indonesian society.
The article shows that: 1) modern stability and reproduction of the political model of Indonesia is
not conceivable without cooperation between secular and Muslim nationalists, 2) modern relations
between Islam and nationalism are unequal, since secular nationalist ideology dominates, while the
role of political Islam is a secondary and subordinate one, 3) fears and phobias of secular political
elites before the rising threat of Islamization stimulate the attempts to nationalize Islam in Indonesia
and reduce Arab influence, building upon the regional cultural and ethnic characteristics of the
country.
