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Religious Confrontation in the Kazakh Steppe in the Second Half of the 19t Century

Abstract. The article reveals the activities of Muslim Tatars as a “mobilized diaspora” that
spread Tatar Muslim culture in the Kazakh steppe and opposed the policy of Christianization pursued
by the Orthodox Church. The methodology of the study is based on the theory of “mobilized diaspora”
by J. Armstrong. Basing on the documents from the Central Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
the authors reveal the cultural and managerial activities of Tatar merchants and mullahs in the Kazakh
steppe, as well as their tactics in spreading Muslim culture, which Orthodox missionaries tried to adopt
in order to integrate the colonized territory into the national Russian political and legal space. The
religious competition between representatives of the Orthodox and Muslim faiths over the introduction
of their cultures in the Kazakh Steppe is examined.
